IMPORTANT NOTES REGARDING SUMMER FINANCIAL AID

For most students, summer is considered the final semester of the 2023-2024 award year; therefore, summer financial
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used during the fall and spring semesters. For that reason, students should secure/apply for summer aid (i.e. loans) as
early as possible. Please note if you have used all your financial aid eligibility during the 2023-2024 year and do not

wish to pursue a private loan it is not necessary to complete a summer aid application.

e You must be registered at least half-time to be eligible for most federal aid.
a. Undergraduate Students: full-time = 12 credits; % time = 9 credits; % time = 6 credits
b. Graduate Students: full-time = 6 or more credits; % time =5
